ASSEMBLY NOTES FOR FURNITURE AND ACCESSORIES

The assembly of mosl of the items at present in our range is self-evident
and a brief study of the drawing of each type will show hew most of the
parts fit togethar

In such cases as tables and forms scribed lines will be found on the under
side of lop surfaces showing where the legs or underframe should be
fittec. Table tops etc, should be laid flat, upside down, and the legs glued
in position to the marks, ensuring that they are varticzl by temporarily
holding in position with plasticene. In all cases a quick setting epoxy resin
i5 recommended for adhesive

Before commencing assembly remove any small pisces of 'flash’ or feed
marks with a sharp knife or fine file and before gluing up with resin ensure
that the parts are clean and free frem grease.

Far painting the furniture any good model paints are suitable and colour
schemes are, to a certain extent a matter of personal choice. Generally
16th and 17th Century furniture was cak or elm stained a dark brown or
even black but carved work can be relieved somewhat by painting in the
shadows and highlights to accentuate the depth and break up plain sur-
faces. The "18th century furniture was often in walnut or mahogany with
gilt deccration and patterned, tapestry coverings. The Regency' period
furniture can be finished in walnut or mahogany also but pieces such as the
chairs were often painted or lacquered and with either gilt or brass-inlay
decoration, coverings were typically either plain or striped in pastel shades.
Many gosd books of period furniture are available some containing photo-
graphs, with sxcellent indication of general colours and lay-outs of rooms

1. All castings should be cleaned of any “fiash’ ar mould-joint marks before assembly, using a fine needle file or knife.

2, For standing _fi_gures with bases, (a) fit the base by |ocating pegs on the feet through holes in base and apply hot soldaring iron gently to ends
n:u‘f. pegs to achisve a ‘rivetted’ effect, OR (b) the pegs may be filed down until almost flush with the underside of the base and then secursd
with quick-selting epoxy cement, Use plasticine 'blob’ to hold figure upright until cement has set,

Check for correct fit of head, arms or any other separate fittings, into the sockets on main body and lightly roughen araas to be cemented,
with a fine file. Do not handle these areas again before fixing as epoxy cement will not bond properly to a greasy surface.

4, Secure the varicous parls of the figure together, using a thin ceating of epoxy cement and prop the parts in place with small pieces of plasti-
cing until cement has set.

B. When assembly is complete and all cement properly cured, the figure should be checked and any excess cement, which may have squeezed
out of joints, removed with a fine file and the whole figura should be given a thin coat of good-guality white undercoat paint.
